PETITION FOR RECALL
TO THE VISTA UNIFIED SCHOOL GOVERNING BOARD,

Pursuant to the California Constitution and California election laws, we the undersigned registered and qualified electors of the Vista Unified School District of Vista, California, respectfully state that we seek the recall and removal of Angela D. Chunka, holding the office of School Board Trustee in Vista Unified School District.  We demand an election of a successor to that office.  The following Notice of Intention to Circulate Recall Petition was served on January 14, 2010 to Angela D. Chunka.

The grounds for recall are as follows:

Trustee Chunka received major support during her election from the Vista Teachers Association according the North County Times – November 15, 2008. 

Trustee Chunka supported negotiating for raises during this current recession while cutting vital programs and services to students.

Trustee Chunka in these hard financial times refused to ask for a full refund, nearly half a million dollars, from the Vista Teachers Association for the release time of their union president from District duties.

Trustee Chunka is academically irresponsible.  She voted to remove a vital reading program without replacing it with another successful reading program.

Trustee Chunka excluded the public by holding a secret board meeting with the union president in the middle of the night violating the Brown Act.

For these and many other reasons, we need to recall Trustee Chunka before she does further harm to the taxpayers and to the children of our community.

Elected officials are placed in a position of trust.  I value the confidence that the voters have placed in me.  The recall allegations are inaccurate and untrue.  There was no secret meeting.  The publication “The Brown Act School Boards and Open Meeting Laws” (July 1999) specifically states on page 11, paragraph 5: “The mere presence of a majority of the board members at a social function does not create a meeting, but if a quorum of the board is present they should not take any collective action or deliberate collectively on school matters.”  It has been legally determined that no violation occurred.  I have and will always conduct school business in an open and transparent scheduled meeting.  Policy differences do not constitute a reason for recall.  With our current $18 million in budget reductions, added to the already $27 million in previous cuts, I could not support an expensive reading program that did not provide meaningful results to benefit all students.  I will continue to make informed and responsible decisions for our children in VUSD.
