PETITION FOR RECALL

TO THE VISTA UNIFIED SCHOOL GOVERNING BOARD,

Pursuant to the California Constitution and California election laws, we the undersigned registered and qualified electors of the Vista Unified School District of Vista, California, respectfully state that we seek the recall and removal of Stephen Lilly, holding the office of School Board Trustee in Vista Unified School District.  We demand an election of a successor to that office.  The following Notice of Intention to Circulate Recall Petition was served on January 14, 2010 to Stephen Lilly.

The grounds for recall are as follows:

Trustee Lilly is fiscally irresponsible. 

Trustee Lilly received major support during his election from the Vista Teachers Association according the North County Times – November 15, 2008. 

Trustee Lilly supported negotiating for raises during this current recession while cutting vital programs and services to students.

Trustee Lilly during this economic downturn refused to ask for a full refund, nearly half a million dollars, from the Vista Teachers Association for the release time of their union president from District duties.

Trustee Lilly voted in 2006 for millions of dollars in raises for the Teachers that are not sustainable.

Every vote I have made on the Board is consistent with promises made during my campaigns.  If I had served five years in office and made no votes with which anyone disagreed, I would be an infective Board member.  Recalls are for matters of ethics and betrayal of voter trust, not policy disagreements.  Further, many of the claims made are simply not true.  It is ludicrous to claim that I am a “puppet” of the teachers’ union.
